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How many of you are familiar with INFOhio?  

Well INFOhio is a statewide cooperative school library and information network, set of resources provided for all students, K-12, across Ohio that supports and enriches teaching and learning.  These are all valid, reliable and current resources which were selected becuz they address curricular issues and are aligned with academic content standards

  INFOhio has numerous electronic databases, over 6,000 magazines, newspapers, current events, articles, biographies, e-books, encyclopedias, maps, audio and video clips and more.  So a plethora of resources right at your fingertips.  And the best thing about it is that it is FREE! – all you need is a computer with internet access

   The web address is on the board. It can also be found on the bright orange flyers taped to the computer – and from the Library’s home page under Databases – and on the bookmarks that were on the sign-in table.  It does require a user name and password, but no registration.  The username, ‘think, and the password, ‘infohio’, can be found on the flyer and bookmark.  Another sweet feature about INFOhio is that it can be accessed from school or home 24/7.  

  As there is too much info to go over within a half hour I put together a handout listing the available databases and a brief summary of what they offer that you can look over at your convenience.  I also have a handout on the Educator resources offered.  Is there anything in particular any of you want to see today?
